Entries cannot be accepted, cancelled, altered or substituted, after the entries have closed, 
except as provided for in Chapter 11, Section 6 of the Rules Applying to Dog Shows. 
 
Make all Checks and Money Orders payable to CCM, Canadian exhibitors must make 
fees payable in U.S. Funds. Please mail checks or money orders with entries. Secretary 
assumes no responsibility for cash sent through the mail. All entries are to be mailed with 
fees to Lori Carver, Secretary, P O Box 1204, Belchertown, MA 01007. Entries will not 
be accepted without fees. Acknowledgement of entries will be made as soon as practical. 
Should such acknowledgement not be received by the exhibitor within a reasonable time, 
please notify the Secretary. 
 
A recording fee will be required for each dog entered at any Licensed or Member Club 
Show, Obedience Trial or Tracking Test. This Recording Fee is to be collected by the 
Show-giving Club and paid to the American Kennel Club. (American Kennel Club Rule, 
Chapter 11, Section 2). 
 
Post Dated Checks and Returned Checks do not constitute a valid entry fee. The 
Secretary will add a collection fee to the amount of each returned check.  
Fees must accompany entries. This club and/or Secretary assume no responsibility for 
wrong or incomplete information given on the entry blank by the owner or agent. This 
club and its Secretary assume no responsibility for the owner or the owner’s agent 
entering a dog in a class in which it is not eligible to compete, or for entering the dog 
twice. 
 
Entry fees shall not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, lame, 
excused by Veterinarian or Judge, or because it has been entered incorrectly, or barred 
from competition by action of the Show Committee.

All dogs present must be held on leash except when being judged. 
 
Class Cash Prizes will be paid in the ring to the person showing the dog. Claims for prize 
money must be made in the ring before the judging of that class is over, and the Secretary 
advised at once. The Secretary and Show-giving Club disclaim any liability for cash 
prizes after the judging of the class is over. 
 
Exhibitors should follow their veterinarians’ recommendations to assure their dogs are 
free of internal & external parasites, any communicable diseases, and have appropriate 
vaccinations.
